“ Growing Grooves”  is a  unique partnership  between PMZ and  the Digg in It! Projec t. The two partners 
dec ided  to work together a fter first meeting  last yea r a t an award  ceremony where the two 
community p ro jec ts were each nomina ted  for the Soc ia l Enterp rise of the Year Award  in the Hera ld  
Business Awards. 
 
PMZ’s Development Direc tor, Debb ie Geraghty, says, 
“PMZ and the Diggin It! Projec t are both huge fans of eac h other and share the same c ommitment to 
working with those vulnerable c hildren and young people in the c ity who c an sometimes fa ll through 
the net. We were really exc ited at the prospec t of somehow mixing gardening and music  whic h we 
both feel are enormously therapeutic  for c hildren. You can ac hieve so muc h more when you work 
together and it’s the c hildren who benefit. I just hope we won’t be singing in the rain!”  

 
Around  20 c hild ren have their g reen fingers c rossed  for good  weather and  will be working with two 
Music  Lead ers and  Digg in It! sta ff to  compose with c ourgettes while searching for the lyric ism in 
lettuc e and  everywhere else to try and  come up  with something that b lossoms into  suc cessful songs. 
 
Digg in It! Pro jec t Leader, Jeany Rob inson, says, 
“ I’m sure they’ll find plenty of things to be inspired by in our organic  garden. As well as the obvious 
beauty and smells of mother nature and everything we’ve been growing here, there are also bee 
hives, a pond and a real live Compost Toilet whic h always gets the c hildren thinking! The important 
thing is it can open their minds to new possib ilities and that helps them to be more c reative.”
